Action Ministries: Request to use the Castalia Hall as a Depot for used furniture and appliances. Action Ministries have identified a need for an opportunity for those with used appliances and furniture to make them available to residents of the community.  The request is for use of the Castalia Hall for a period of six months to gather data to confirm the need and viability of the necessity.
 Council agreed the request has potential to address a need within the community.  Also the six month trial period would allow both parties to evaluate the proposal before committing to a long term agreement.
