Opening Remarks

· April has not been a month for good news for Grand Manan with the announcement of reduced ferry service, the announcement from the Provincial Government stating they would not be operating the Anchorage Park this summer and also from the Federal Government was the closure of the Seal Cove Post Office.  Canada Post is still looking for a place to have the community mail boxes
· Representatives of Council who make up the Economic Development Committee met with the Department of Transportation and Infrastructure representatives, Assistant Deputy Minister Fred Blaney, Krista MacDonald and Neil McKay of the Fundy Isles Ferry Project in Saint John on April 14, 2013.  Council met with the same representatives again on April 17, 2013 expressing our concerns on the announced reduction in ferry trips and the resulted impact on Island residents and businesses. 
· On April 30, 2013 we met once again with the Department of Transportation and Infrastructure representatives. Aquaculture, lobster buyers, and rockweed harvesters expressed their concerns in the meeting.  Kimberly Watson of the Department of Aquaculture, Agriculture and Fisheries was present along with our local representative from the department Ronald Cronk.
· Members of Council met with Department of Tourism and Heritage on April 16, 2013.  Deputy Minister Kelly Kain, Alan Basque and Terry Cunningham to discuss the closure of the Provincial Anchorage Park

· Sunday April 29, 2013 a Community Picnic was held at the Anchorage Park which was well attend with Rick Doucett, the MLA for Charlotte the Isles and guest, Dr. Jim Parrot the MLA for Fundy River Valley all voicing their objections to the closure of the Anchorage Park
· After much lobbying your Council has secured a meeting with Premier David Alward, Minister Holder of Tourism Culture and Heritage, Minister Olscamp of Aquaculture, Agriculture and Fisheries and Minister Williams of the Department of Transportation and Infrastructure on Friday May 10, 2013 @ 11:00am in Fredericton. Representing the people of Grand Manan are CAO Rob MacPherson, Councillors Bonnie Morse, Jayne Turner, Phil Ells Jr and Mayor Dennis Greene.  We will continue fighting for the existing ferry schedule and the reopening of the Anchorage Park.  

· Council is asking people to obey the ban on fires.  This is reported to be the driest season in fifty years. 

· We are in the process of having the ditches cleaned please do not litter.  Keep our Island clean.
