-On May 10th Mayor Dennis Greene, Councillors Jayne Turner, Bonnie Morse, Phil Ells Jr and CAO Rob MacPherson attended a meeting in the Premier’s Office board room.  In attendance were Premier David Alward, Minister Trevor Holder of Tourism Heritage and Culture, Minister Michael Olscamp of Agriculture, Aquaculture and Fisheries, Minister Claude Williams of Transportation and Infrastructure, all Deputy Ministers were in attendance.  We discussed the closing of the Anchorage Provincial Park and the reduced ferry schedule.  We presented Grand Manan residents’ views on these issues very strongly, the results are the Anchorage is operating under a third party, the Grand Manan Boys and Girls Club for the 2013 season.  We believe we enlightened the Premier and the Ministers on what the reduced ferry schedule means to Grand Manan.
