Right to Information and Protection of Privacy Act (RTIPPA)

Municipalities are required to designate a “Head” who will be responsible for the administration of the legislation to be enacted September 2012 for the municipality

Moved by Councillor Phil Ells Jr, seconded by Deputy Mayor Robert Moses, BE IT RESOLVED that the Council of the Municipality of Grand Manan hereby designates CAO Rob MacPherson to serve as the “head” of the public body, that being the Municipality of Grand Manan, pursuant to the Right to Information and Protection of Privacy Act (“Act”) of the Province of New Brunswick; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Council of the Municipality of Grand Manan acknowledges that the CAO Rob MacPherson, as “head”, may delegate in writing a duty or power of the “head” under the Act to a member of the municipal staff, except the power to delegate, and can impose terms and conditions as considered appropriate and as prescribed under the Act.
