Councillor Gregg Russell discussed the “Village of Grand Manan: Asset Management Report 2020” and gave an update on the Village’s assets, how many assets the Village is in control of, and that they do require maintenance. Acting CAO Chris Rayner is speaking with Crandall Engineering to ament the report to include Dark Harbour and the Playgrounds.
