Opening Remarks
- Mayor and Council would like to thank Patrick Watt and his assistant from CHCO TV in Saint Andrews for taking their time to come over at their own expense in order to upgrade the cameras and microphones used for recording Council Meetings. Council also wishes to thank them for teaching Tara Linton and Garrett Travis, our camera crew, how to run the equipment more efficiently. Their efforts are greatly appreciated. 
- The 2017 Budget was completed on January 26th. The tax rate will increase by one cent per hundred dollar evaluation. That does not mean that taxes will not increase. Council has done their share to keep rates down; the Province is responsible for the assessment. This year’s budget was a very difficult task. Council tried to keep the tax rate low so it would not be much of a burden to those with low or fixed income. We tried to provide services within our means. Organizations and individuals seeking a financial donation use to approach the Village as a last resort, but now this is not the case. Council discussed all donation requests. Grants have been awarded to those who merit the community. Those who were not successful this year are encouraged to apply again next year. 
- Mayor Greene also made note that Grand Manan Animal Welfare League has received assistance from the Village over the years, however this year they wrote us a letter saying they did not need the Village’s donation this year- they had done some fundraising on their own. 
- Mayor Greene and Council would also like to extend gratitude to Deputy Mayor Robert Moses for the work he has put into the budget this year. His efforts made the process much smoother for everyone involved. 
- Doctor Loten has left and will be replaced by Doctor Alway who is arriving from Ireland on February 14th. The Village will be paying for part of housing for Doctors. 
- When discussing Additions to the Agenda, we will be discussing what other communities in New Brunswick have done with “Ellen’s Law”. The law was proposed as a result of the cyclist, Ellen Waters, who was stuck by a car in Sussex and fatally injured. 
- Council welcomed visiting RCMP Corporal Smith from the St. George Detachment.

Ellen’s Law
Mayor Green read the resolution put forward by the City of Moncton:
“Resolution – Ellen’s Law

Whereas             Ellen Watters, a Canadian competitive cyclist was critically injured and succumbed to her injuries in a collision with a car while on a training ride in Sussex, N.B., Dec. 23, 2016. The New Brunswick-born Watters, was widely hailed as a rising star in Canadian cycling sporting world. 

Whereas             As a result of this accident, the cycling communities in the province and their supporters have called for legislation that requires drivers to keep a distance of one metre from cyclists. 

Whereas             This legislation if passed, would be known as Ellen’s Law. 

Whereas             The Cities of  Fredericton and Saint John are pledging support for this legislation to be passed and have added a request for the development of a provincial health and safety active transportation education program for all modes of active transportation for use on our provincial roads and highways

Be it therefore resolved that the Mayor send a letter of support on behalf of Moncton City Council, for Ellen’s Law and for the development of a provincial health and safety active transportation education program to the Premier of New Brunswick and the Provincial Minister of Justice & Public Safety.

Be it therefore resolved that this resolution be forwarded to the Cities of New Brunswick and the AFMNB, requesting their support.
