The Committee will focus on and will not be limited to considering the following when writing and developing recommendations for the Village Council:
· Environmental standards that comply with Federal and Provincial statues. 

· Noise (audible and infrasound)

· Environmental effects to birds, bats, and wildlife.

· Property values.
· Standards of development and construction that do not interfere, impede, or exceed the described lands to which the regulations were written and apply under Part 1 through 6 of the Grand Manan Airport Zoning Regulations by Transport Canada.

· Effects on agricultural and forestry practices.

· Effects on nearby Aquaculture sites.

· Effects on nearby Traditional Fisheries.

· Visual effects (visual landscape and lighting).

· Interference with telecommunications.

· Shadow flicker, ice throw and other health and safety concerns.

· Height limitations and restrictions.

· A documented Management plan from the developer.

· Insurance requirements.

Following this the Rural Plan is researched and proper changes are made to the rural plan by Council.
