Moved by Councillor Bonnie Morse, seconded by Councillor Jane Cary to send a letter to the Minister of Transportation and Infrastructure in response to the Municipal Designated Highway Program explaining we do not have time to meet the criteria, but Council would like to advance Route 776 and Ingalls Head Road as per our 5-year plan. The letter would also include a reference to the significant increase in the local economy (new tank houses and increase of aquaculture) and the requirement of infrastructure to support this economic development. The letter will state that due to our contract with the Province of New Brunswick, Council feels Route 776 and Ingalls Head Road are 100% Provincial responsibility.
