1. Speed Zone Investigation-

The Village’s request for an investigation into the speed zone on Route 776 between civic #992 and civic #1053 in the area of the Boys & Girls Club has been forwarded to Traffic Engineering for review.  They will advise Council on their recommendation upon their completion of the investigation.

2. Route 776 & Seal Cove Breakwater Road Intersection-

Traffic Engineering with the Department of Transportation will be reviewing the intersection of Route 776 and the Seal Cove Breakwater Road.  They will be in contact with the Village to discuss their concerns.  They will advise Council on the Department’s recommendation upon completion of their review.

3. UMNB Resolution to Move Planning Branch

Premier Shawn Graham has responded to the request from UMNB to move the Planning Branch from the Dept. of Environment to the Dept. of Local Government. In his letter, Premier Graham states that “the government views that our collective interest are best met with the inclusion of the Sustainable Planning Branch within the Department of Environment”.
