Thank-you to Constable Corey Bryant for attending the Flag Raising and to Pastor Karl Ingersoll for Prayer and helping with the singing of “Oh Canada!” . The Flag Raising was not very well attended due to the time. The Greasy Pole, Beach Activities and activities at Victoria Park drew a large crowd. Thank-you to the Vendors and Rotary Club for operating their canteen. 
- There are approximately 52 young children in Seal Cove without a playground. There have been 2 public meetings to address the subject that have not been well attended. Locations were discussed but no decisions have been made at this time. 
- Grand Manan had lost power because of a problem with the underwater cable. Both Grand Manan and Campobello went without power. The generator in Ingalls Head was started to provide power for both Grand Manan and Campobello. It ran for 5 hours before a lube oil pump failure. It has finally been repaired and power has been restored to both Islands.  We are still using generator power at this time. Mayor Greene has good communications with NB Power, however the estimated time of restoration kept changing so it was very difficult to inform the public of this. Mayor Greene had gone to the generator Monday morning to thank local NB Power workers and workers brought in from Coleson Cove to assist with the restoration efforts.
