Mayor Greene congratulated the Senior Boys and Girls Basketball teams on the victory at the Aken Center and commented on the success of the Youth Forum held at the Grand Manan Community School.

Acknowledgment of letter concerning McGuire Report-

The Village received a letter from the Office of the Premier acknowledging the receipt of the letter from the Village concerning the McGuire Report.

Review of Motor Vehicle Act-
A memo to all Mayors was received regarding possible changes to the Motor Vehicle Act.  Outlined in the memo are the changes they are recommending as well as a link to a website to review the entire bill.

Thank You from Fundy Community Foundation-

Fundy Community Foundation wrote a letter to the Village thanking them for their grant of $2500.00.  They explain some of the programs offered to bring together the people of Charlotte County.

School Zone Crosswalk and Flashing Amber Lights-

The Village received correspondence from the Minister of Transportation acknowledging receipt of letter concerning the request for a school zone crosswalk, a lower speed limit and flashing amber lights in the school zone on Route 776.  He explains although the Department reviewed this request in 2003, a follow-up evaluation will be conducted.

Employment Insurance Benefits for Grand Manan-

Information was received from the Office of the Minister of Human Resources regarding Employment Insurance Benefits for Grand Manan.  It is explained in the e-mail that Grand Manan requires fewer hours to qualify for benefits, and receives benefits for a longer period than would be the case without the transitional measurers.  Also on Grand Manan EI benefits are based on the “best 14 weeks” of earnings instead as well as only requiring 840 hours instead of the 910 that are typically required.
