The department does offer the NB Entrepreneur Program for unemployed persons seeking to start full-time businesses.  As a result of this letter he has asked the Honourable Dr. E. J. Doherty, Minister of Post-Secondary, Education, Training and Labour to have his staff schedule a meeting with Council.
