RCMP Report:
Corporal Andy Cook read the RCMP report. He also went over the names of the new officers that have started the summer. Constable Mitch King, Constable Mike Alward and Constable Cory Larson who has been here since last year. 
The burned vehicle at the Surf Side Motel is being treated as an arson case. They are following leads. There was also a cabin burned on Bayview Heights and it is being treated as suspicious, they are investigating to cover all aspects. Constable Mitch King is a trained arson investigator so it is a great asset to us. 

Coming up in the following weeks the priority will be on ATV’s. RCMP will be concentrating on individuals driving ATV’s and not following motor vehicle act (helmets etc). They will start with warnings to try and work with the community. 

RCMP is seeking persons interested in Auxiliary Constable and Security Guards positions. Please contact them for more information. 

Over the last week RCMP have discussed several issues and projects:

1. Business Case of not having a public servant at the detachment. They are looking into putting someone there even if it is only part time. They are looking for input from the community. 

2. Another Business case is a fourth Constable here in Grand Manan.

3. The third issue is the undertaking of a drug force initiatives. Corporal Cook has a lot of experience with drug investigations.  
4. Also they will be focusing on traffic initiatives.

Proposed North Head Ferry Wharf Terminal Expansion-

The Village has received a copy of a letter sent to Robert Sharpe, Design Branch, Department of Transportation from the Department of Environment. The Department of Environment has reviewed the letter that was sent to them July 25, 2007 which contains responses to 33 questions raised during the first round review of the project. As a result they have additional questions and concerns that need to be addressed. 

Councillor Green was wondering if they were planning on having another public forum.

Deputy Mayor Moses wanted to verify that it is not the terminal but the wharf that they are referring to. 

New Business:

Airport Snow Removal-

The snow removal Contract is up for renewal. Acting CAO Moses has drafted a Tender to be released to the public for the Airport and North Head Hall snow removal. 

Councillor Sturgeon asked if the dates were correct on the draft tender.

Acting CAO Moses verified that they would need to be corrected. She also wanted to know if Council wanted to do the Airport and the North Head Hall separately.

It was also mentioned that there should be a clause in the agreement that states that the winning bid is responsible for damage done to the airport runway lights. 

The Airport Committee would have to get together to make these decisions and bring it back to council.

Solid Waste RFP-

Office staff is looking for direction from Council on what they would like done regarding the upcoming contract with Manan Waste which expires in November.

It has been brought to Council’s attention that the elevator on the ferry is not working; they would like to send a letter off to Murray Ryder regarding this issue.

Moved by Councillor Russell, seconded by Councillor Wilcox to write a letter to the minister of Transportation and copy to Murray Ryder, The Transportation Commission, and Transportation Committee to have a shuttle bus available for seniors and those that find it hard to get form the terminal to the ferry, on the Black Harbour Side, as well as have the elevator fixed on the ferry.
