Water Filtration System Tender

Dis-interest has been shown among them as The Community Complex does not require an additional water filtration system; however, it does require something to polish the water and to eliminate the substandard smell and the occasional appearance of black algae. Culligan Water Systems will be here Wednesday, September 16th to make an assessment.

CAO Rob MacPherson addressed additional initiatives from our Regional Service Commission for Public Transit in South West New Brunswick in attempt to acquire a volunteer from Grand Manan Village Council with enticement of the possibility of Public Transit connecting with the Grand Manan Ferry service.
