Opening Remarks
- Mayor Bonnie Morse mentioned that it does bare noting that just before Christmas we had our first confirmed Covid-19 case on Grand Manan Island, since then, while we don’t have actual numbers, it is believed that there are many cases here. Mayor Bonnie Morse commended the community on how everyone has responded without blame or isolating individuals. 
- The Village Office was distributing rapid test kits before the Holidays begun, and we ran out just before Christmas. We have been working with our MLA, Andrea Anderson Mason, as well as the Grand Manan Hospital and other parties to try to help once there is public distribution of rapid test kits again. 
- The Grand Manan Village Council has returned to the virtual Zoom platform for our meetings once again, due to the regulations from the latest Covid-19 update. 
- Mayor Bonnie Morse said since having our first major winter storm over the past weekend we had significant power outages. Some lasted much longer than others, and some were seen to quickly. This did highlight some parts of the emergency planning that Council should be looking at closely over the next year or 2. The Red Cross did reach out to offer help as we opened up our warming shelter. We had a good practice run, and will have conversations in the future on how we can better prepare for emergency situations.
