Opening Remarks
- Humphries Funeral Home has signed a lease with Ells Funeral Home to use some of their facilities; they have staff here on the Island and are able to meet with families to set up arrangements, etc. This will help cut down on some travel for people, which is great news. We welcome them to the community. They also have decided to name the funeral home “The Phillip Ells Jr. Memorial Funeral Center.”

- Mayor Bonnie Morse spoke about the various meetings that take place at the Village Office that are not always publicized. There are things that go on in the background that isn’t always on the agenda for Regular Council Meetings. We had a meeting with Synergy who are an economic development group based in Eastern Charlotte; they have done a lot of good work on the mainland, and would like to include us in some of their activities. We have agreed to be on their website, and we hopefully will be able to align ourselves a bit more with them going forward, it seems to be a good collaboration to be part of.

- Mayor Bonnie Morse had the opportunity to be participating in the Swallowtail Telethon, which is a cause that’s near and dear to all of our hearts. It was great to see them raise about $55,000.00. That puts them around $215,000.00 towards their goal of repairs at the lighthouse. It’s a good start, they plan to start a shingle signing and they will do the tower this year. Hopefully the funds will come in so they can do the Keeper’s House as well.



- At our previous meeting the RCMP was a hot topic of conversations, we have continued to have meetings both with our local detachment and at a Regional level. At the regional meeting we realized how universal the frustration was across communities about needing boots on the front lines. Hopefully from a regional perspective there is some pressure coming, and hopefully the new officers that the province has announced funding for will help. Talking to our local detachment since our last meeting, they have seen an uptick in people who are reporting thefts and crimes and that is the first step. Everyone has a role and we are recognizing that. This is just one part of a bigger problem that we are dealing with, so we need to talk about all aspects of that, but at least that’s a good start on things.

- Mayor Bonnie Morse mentioned the fire that occurred in North Head last Monday. In speaking with members of the Fire Department they were very grateful for the community support that they had that day. There were people coming out with food and water, and showing up to help on the ground with moving hoses or anything that needed to be done. They were very happy with the community outreach that day. It’s also worth noting that as they were moving back and forth with the trucks to get water in Castalia people were very quick to stay out of the way. Many times we talk about people not moving for emergency vehicles, so thanks to everyone for cooperating.
