NB Power Generating Station Update

The Generating Station located on Ingalls Head, Grand Manan has recently undergone a 
Combustion Turbine Assessment after concerns about the age/condition of the Generator. 
Based on that assessment the Generator is in good condition and N.B Power is expecting it 
to last until 2030. They will be discussing a replacement as it has been noted that it is 
necessary to have back-up energy generation on Grand Manan. There will be a risk 
assessment to follow in the next 6 months.
