Prayer

Opening Remarks
· Mayor Morse led with a Thank-you to Councillor Jordy Leighton who resigned from Council a few weeks ago, Mayor Morse thanked him for his work on behalf of the community, and his input around the table will be missed. Mayor Morse expressed her gratitude that he will continue with his role as the Highway Supervisor.  
· Mayor Morse spoke about the Food Truck presentation from last month’s Council Meeting. There was a time crunch concerning this subject so there were some Special Meetings held to create a Food Truck Policy. There was a policy approved for a maximum of 5 consecutive days per month, with 1 long weekend per year. If there is an open long weekend that has not been booked 30 days prior, then that will be open for booking as well. This policy will apply to all food trucks. 
· Mayor Morse gave a reminder from the Fire Department that 911 numbers should be displayed prominently on people’s properties. If you do not have a blue 911 number, please reach out to the Village Office.
· Mayor Morse spoke about her semi-annual calls with NB Power regarding the Ingalls Head Generating Station. The Generating Station was identified in the province’s energy strategy a couple of years ago as being set for decommissioning. NB Power has recognized since then how important it is for us from a public safety perspective. 
· Mayor Morse mentioned that council met with the Bank of Canada earlier this month. They look at how the public has access to money, having heard about our bank closing they were interested to see how that has impacted the community. We have had correspondence since the meeting, Grand Manan has made an impression on them, hopefully leading to an opportunity to play into some of the policies around how they view access to money in rural communities. 
· Mayor Morse gave an update on the ferries; we continue to meet with the Province and press the need for expanded supplemental season coverage. The Grand Manan 5 is in Shelbourne currently and will return mid-to-late June to resume the run. It is unlikely that there will be additional weeks this year, but we are continuing to ask, as well as press for a replacement ferry for the Grand Manan 5 given its age. Just because there has been nothing tangible doesn’t mean that the conversations are still not ongoing.
