UMNB Resolution

Moved by Councillor Wayne Sturgeon, seconded by Councillor Cara Greenlaw that:


Whereas the provincial government has set a goal to work with communities and support 
the construction of 30,000 new homes by 2030; and

Whereas New Brunswick has a growing shortage of affordable housing options, especially 
for people with low and moderate incomes; and

Whereas the cost of building new housing has grown significantly since 2020, and more 
housing supply is needed in communities large and small; and

Whereas the New Brunswick Small Business Investor Tax Credit Program provides a tax 
credit for New Brunswick corporate and trust investors who invest in eligible small 
businesses in the province; and

Whereas the development of affordable housing does not currently meet the criteria to 
qualify for the New Brunswick Small Business Investor Tax Credit; and

Whereas expanding the tax credit for small business investment to include the development 
of affordable housing could help increase the supply of local housing by providing a 
financial benefit to investors in New Brunswick,

Therefore, Be it resolved that the Union of Municipalities of New Brunswick advocate to the 
Government of New Brunswick to expand the eligibility criteria of the New Brunswick Small 
Business Investor Tax Credit to include small businesses involved in the creation of 
affordable housing.

Some community members have experienced longer 
turnaround times and SNBSC has mentioned that missing information, and incomplete 
applications can affect the actual turnaround time and cause delays. One of the biggest 
setbacks is missing pieces of required information. Also, the permit will only be issued once 
the permit fee is paid. If the public requires help completing an application our Building 
Inspector is available for appointments.
