Regional Services Delivery Model

Minister Kennedy, Minister of Local Government. The government has commissioned an 
independent review of the Regional Services Delivery Model. The purpose of the review is 
to conduct an in-depth and objective analysis of the Regional Service Commission (RSC) and 
Rural District models with the goal of providing evidence-based recommendations to 
support stronger outcomes for regional collaboration and service delivery across New 
Brunswick.

Mayor Morse suggested that Council reach out to the contacts that are given and ask to meet 
with the consultant when they start the process.
